PROPOSED SAFETY IMPROVEMENTS BEACH VALLEY ROAD, PIHA
In the next six months Waitakere City Council is proposing to install some safety measures on Beach Road as shown on the attached plan.  Following public consultation in September 2009, feedback was received that indicated pedestrian safety in the vicinity of 7-11 Beach Valley Road and also the RSA was of some concern.  

The proposed speed humps will reduce traffic speed and make it safer for pedestrians to cross or walk along the road, and the reconstructed shared pathway / driveway adjacent to No. 7 will allow walkers to get safely clear of the roadway in this section.  In addition, some steps will be constructed just south at the Seaview Road intersection to improve access there, and the metal path extended in front of No. 32 & 34.
