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Application to continue Canyoning activities in the Waitakere Ranges Regional Park
Auckland Regional Council Parks Department has received applications for consent to undertake guided Canyoning operations in the Waitakere Ranges Regional Park.  The applications relate to existing consents due to expire on 30 July 2007.
